SPONSORSHIP AGREEMENT

1. Parties

hereinafter referred to individually as a “Party” or jointly as the “Parties”.


2. Subject of the Contract

The subject of this contract is a sponsorship cooperation defined in more detail in section 3. The purpose of the contract is to define the contents of the sponsorship cooperation and the terms applicable to it.

3. Contents of the Sponsorship Cooperation

The Sponsor is obliged to pay 15 % interest on overdue payment. Collection charges shall be charged separately.

5. Terms of the Sponsorship Cooperation

The Sponsor will deliver to the University free of charge all information, logos and other material that is necessary for the Sponsorship Cooperation and to provide visibility. The Sponsor is liable for the validity and applicability of the provided material for the intended use and that the material provided by the Sponsor does not violate the rights of a third party.

The University will return the received material only if agreed upon by the Parties. The University has the right to destroy material received from the Sponsor after three (3) months from the termination of the contract unless the Sponsor before that has requested the delivered material back.

The Parties are obliged to, without delay, inform each other on matters which might affect the fulfilment of the Sponsorship Contract.

The Sponsor is not allowed to use the name of the University or other trade mark without a separate written permission from the University.


6. Liability

The University shall not be liable for any indirect or consequential damage. The maximum limit of liability of the University towards the Sponsor is the value of the contract as defined in section 3. Limitation of liability does not apply to damages that are caused intentionally or by gross negligence. 

Party shall not be liable for errors or delays caused by the other Party. A Party shall not be liable for an error or delay caused by a force majeure. 

Claims for damages towards a Party has to be made within one (1) year from the occurrence of the damaging event or from the moment the damage came or should have come to the knowledge of the Party who does the claim for damages. All claims for damages have to be made, however, within one (1) year from the termination of the Sponsorship Contract.

8. Validity and Termination of the Contract

The Sponsorship Contract is made for a fixed term and enters into force when both Parties have signed it. The sponsorship contract is valid till xx.xx.20xx

The University is entitled to terminate the Sponsorship Cooperation if ethical or other justifiable and material reasons (e.g. image related reasons) require such termination.

Each Party has a right to terminate the contract in case the other Party is in substantial breach of the contract.

Each Party has a right to terminate the contract in case the fulfillment or continuation of the contract due to a force majeure situation becomes impossible or is delayed fundamentally.


9. Additional Terms

A Party is not allowed to transfer the Sponsorship Contract or part of it to a third party without the other Party's written permission.

This Sponsorship Contract is governed by the laws of Finland. Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this Sponsorship Contract, or the breach, termination or validity thereof, shall be finally settled by arbitration by one (1) arbitrator in accordance with the Arbitration Rules of the Finland Chamber of Commerce. The seat of the arbitration shall be Helsinki, Finland, and the language of the arbitration shall be Finnish/English.

The Sponsorship Contract replaces all prior negotiations and obligations regarding Sponsorship Cooperation between the Parties.


10. Signatures

This contract has been made in two (2) original copies, one (1) for each Party. The Parties assure that the signatories are duly authorized to sign for the organization that they represent.
